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Abstract :
as the human element represents the most important cornerstone of the health
system, represented by the doctor - besides the capital funding of medical
equipment and devices supporting his profession - being related to him as the
Jurists said: the treatment of corruption of the bodies.
However, because of what may violate his professional duties towards patients,
he refuses to provide medical service to them, which could put their lives at risk
of death.
The reason for this abstinence may be either deliberate medical negligence,
material causes, or something else.
In this regard, we need to seek the opinion of Shara in such a case of all kinds,
and the legal rules governing them, to the conclusion that the doctor is
condemned to abstain or not, as a crime to be asked about or not.
In general, what we have affirmed at the heart of this research that abstinence
is not in itself a crime; although it is related to the death of the patient, because
it is not in terms of the crime, not murder directly, or cause even consider it a
crime.
However, this does not absolve him of responsibility at all; there is a degree of
responsibility placed on the doctor in terms of religion; because he has given up
a legal duty towards those in a health crisis; a patient, on the other hand, he
neglected in the functional duty, which is the treatment of patients scheduled
through the swearing Occupation, which ultimately leads to health damage to
the patient or at most death.
So ... the responsibility ultimately placed on the doctor - a civil liability, linked in
its first part: the administrative punishment of the Medical Association or the
Ministry of Health, and in the second part: linked to the provision of
compensation for the benefit of the patient if he survives, or for the heirs, if The
patient died, by law.
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
