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Abstract :

There are many aspects and issues addressed in this study which can be

summarized as follows

First: The extent of sufficiency is: the amount of the original needs to meet
what is appropriate to the human condition and fits his appearance and
social body.

Second: Ensuring the sufficiency of the parish is a duty that is legitimate and
consistent with the evidentiary evidence.

Third: The responsibility of ensuring the sufficiency as a general asset
rests with the guardian or the competent authority.

Fourth: Islamic jurisprudence clarified the human aspect of the legislation by
providing for the guarantee of sufficiency.

Fifth: The collection of zakat is the first resource to provide a sufficient level
if it did not meet the competent authority to impose taxes.

Sixth: The rich should be enough for the poor, not just their subsistence.

Seventh: Ensure the extent of adequacy spent with legitimate purposes and

jurisprudential rules.

Eighth: Islamic law in all its aims relates to the public or private interest.
Ninth: Countries and peoples should strive to achieve wealth by halal ways to

ensure efficiency.
Tenth: Muslims must settle their money and invest it in their countries to
achieve a sufficient degree and to preserve the legitimate purposes, not

in excess of what is necessary or desperately needed.
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
