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Abstract:

The Quran context is an important aspect of the miraculous nature

of the Holy Quran, and proving that it is from God Almighty. God
made the consistency and harmony of his verses, lack of
incompatibility and their differences from evidence that he is
descended from him. Hence the importance of this topic, as it relates
to the Holy Quran, as the honor of knowledge is an honor of the
known. The research aims to show the effect of the Qur'anic context
on the Quranic recitations, with selected applied examples showing
this. The research included an introduction that included the research
problem, its importance, objectives, the approach followed, and the
research plan and procedures. And three topics, they are: The first
topic: the context of the Qur'an definition, importance, types, and
implications. The second topic: Quranic readings, its definition, its
divisions, and the ruling of each section. The third topic: The effect of
the Quranic context on Quranic readings. Conclusion included the
most important findings and recommendations, which were among the
most important: that frequent Quranic readings must be accepted, in
order for Muslims to agree to accept them, and for their frequency.
And that protesting the Quran context against accepting or repeating
the recurrent reading, or suggesting one of the two recurrent
recitations over the other is not permissible, and a Muslim should
beware of it. Also, directing Quranic readings through the Quranic
context is acceptable to scholars. And that the choice of Quranic
readings to take into account the context is not prohibited unless it
leads to weakening or challenging the other reading.
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
