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Abstract :
In this paper, | dealt with the definition of the concept of illicit content circulating on

the Internet, then indicated the extent of civil responsibility of its sponsors, whether in
Egypt or France, through legislative interference in these two countries, as well as the
juristic and judicial dispute over the basis of the responsibility of these, and showed the
position of both the Egyptian and French jurisprudence and judiciary Both arrive to
develop solutions to legal problems that arise overnight between network users and
customers on the one hand and between others and the network on the other hand,
and the overall statement in that came in two chapters :

The first chapter: | presented a statement of the concept of illegal content and
mentioned that it is a variable concept from one country to another, so what is
legitimate in a country may be illegal in another country and so on, and | mentioned
applications for that; Then, in the second chapter of this research, | dealt with the extent
of liability of internet service providers from a civil point of view, whether by applying
contractual liability rules or default liability rules, with the aim of controlling the behavior
of individuals on the web and protecting the rights of others affected by the circulation
of illicit content, whatever the reason for its illegality Or law, customs, ethics, or other
customary rules that people walk with and coexist with each other by respecting each
other's right to privacy.
